ctation. This means, the plain-
ftfs sortend, it i effect the,
wyers represent
both sl(le= in the transaction.

While a prospective home-
huver could hire anather law-
VT to check on the company’s
attorney, he still has ta pay
e fee to the company's attor-
nev, a representative of the
plaintiffs told a reporier.

The thrust of the suit is not
as a consumer protection ae-
tion. Rather, the plaintiffs con:
{end that Citizens Building &
L.oan is conspiring to operate
« monopaly in violation of the
Sherman and Clayton Anti-
trust Acts by hampering open
competition for lawyers’ serv-
ces.

The plaintiffs are seeking
an injunction to har (he com:
pany from “soliciting” legal
work for the company's autor-
zeys, They do not name any
specific client or speeific bor-;
rewer who has been harmed |
hy any of Citizens'
practiecs.

The law firm to which the!
