,DDT is an approved pesti-
clde for use in spraying sweetl
corn and has been Eastern
Shore larmers’ chief weapon
in fighting the corn ear worm
for many years, Southall said.

The Agriculture Department
has the power to teke legal ac-
tion against persons wha vio-
late its recammended rates of
DDT concentralion, Southall
said.

Clyde Wiley, director of the
‘health department’s Burcau of
Shelllish Sanitation, which im-
posed the ban, sald yesterday
the poisonous pesticides aceu-
smulated in the creeks “appar-
ently associated with the
heavy rainfalls on the Eastern
Shore in recent weeks.”

Merine seientisis discovered
the first major crab and shell-
fish kill July 5 and 6, Wiley
said. Very little shellfishing
takes place during the sum-
mer months, he said, so few if
any of the possibly contami-
nated flsh ever reached the
market.

Wiley said the ban will re-
main in effect until the creek|
waters return to mormal.
